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Abstract

Up to 8 lines of the text that states concisely the contents of the paper. It can not contain equations, figures, tables, or references.


Keywords: 4-5 notions, separated with commas to help identifying the major topics of the paper.

1. Introduction


Basic guidelines for the preparation of a paper for CAMAI/Annals of “Spiru Haret” University, Mathematics-Informatics series are presented here. This document is itself an example of the desired layout and can be used as a template. 


2. General remarks


The paper should be written in Romanian/English using:

· Microsoft Word for Windows (and saved as 97-2003 .doc), 
· Times New Roman, 
· 11-point letters, 
· paper sheets of Custom size (17×23,5 centimeters, Orientation: Portrait). 


The paper should not exceed the volume of 12 (twelve) such pages. Pages should not be numbered. An even number of pages must be prepared.


2.1. Template

If you want to use this document as a template open it and select "Page Layout" from the "File" menu. You may then type over sections of the document and your text will be automatically formatted. The same will be with items pasted from clipboard to particular sections. You need to use "Unformatted Text" option from "Edit|Paste Special" menu. 


At the left of the Formatting Toolbar at the top of the Word window you can find the pull-down style menu. If you want to designate a section with a certain style you have to highlight it, then select the appropriate name on the style menu and the highlighted text will adopt this style. 


2.2. Format

If you choose not to use this document as a template, prepare your paper according to the following instructions.


Start with setting margins of the document. The "ACADEMIC" format will be used: Top: 1,5 cm; Bottom: 1,5 cm; Left: 2 cm; Right: 2 cm; Gutter: 0 cm; Header: 1,25 cm; Footer: 1,4 cm


2.3. Beginning of the paper

The paper should begin with four empty lines, the TITLE typed in 14 pt capital letters using bold option. Next, leaving 2 empty lines (11 pt each), the item with the author(s) NAME(S) typed in 11 pt capital letters using bold option and his(their) company(ies) name(s) and e-mail address(es) typed in 10 pt letters using italic option, is to be placed. Starting with the second author, a 6 pt before paragraph is needed. Next, leaving 2 empty lines, an Abstract is given. The Abstract should not exceed 10 lines (references should not be included in abstract). Paragraph indentation is 0,9 cm at left side. Next after one empty line (11 pt) Keywords, not more than 2 lines, should be provided. Also MSC2010 Classification and/or ACM2012 Categories must be provided.


2.4. Section headings

HEADINGS and should be numbered consecutively with Arabic numbers and typed in Sentence format in bold option, SUBHEADINGS should be numbered consecutively with Arabic numbers and typed in Sentence format in Italic option.

Both before HEADINGS and before SUBHEADINGS one empty line should be left. 


2.5. Math and equations 


Definitions, Remarks, Propositions and Theorems, if used, should be numbered and typed using italic option. The formulae should be centered, numbered consecutively in parentheses flush with the right margin.

Use the Microsoft Equation Editor for all math objects in your paper. "Float over text" should not be selected. 


In front of and beyond the formulae one empty line should be left. 


2.6. Figures and tables

Figures should be centered and numbered consecutively and named under their body.


Tables should be centered and numbered consecutively and named over their body. Figure captions should be below the Figures; table captions should be above the Tables. Do not put captions in "text boxes" linked to the Figures. Do not put borders around your Figures.


Figures should be digitized and included in separate files. 

To insert images in Word, use "From File" from the "Insert|Picture" menu. "Float over text" option should not be selected. 


In front of and beyond Figures and Tables one empty line should be left.


2.7. End of the paper

At the end of the paper the REFERENCES should be given in the form included in this text. They should be listed in the order of their citation in the paper. 


3. Summary / Conclusions


The paper should be sent by e-mail to ushmi@spiruharet.ro. The Authors will be informed on the acceptance of their contribution. Only articles prepared according to this Guide will be considered for review and publishing in conference proceedings/journal.
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
